TOP 10 THINGS TO DO FOR
EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS

#1. Prepare your home for disasters or 
freeze. Can you stay in your home if you lose 
electricity or water? Be Prepared!

#2. Get the proper supplies, medication, food
and water for before and after. Keep a survival 
kit in your home.

#3. Residents must register with the CodeRED 
system to receive emergency messages. Sign 
up at cityofrockport.com or rockport-fulton.
org.

#4. State of Texas Emergency Assistance
Registry (STEAR) - If you need assistance or
know someone who will need help or has
functional needs, register online at 

stear.tdem.texas.gov or  call 
2-1-1 https://www.211texas.org/

#5. Plan your evacuation ahead of time. Know 
where you will be traveling to and leave. Don’t 
forget to leave necessary contact information 
with those who will need to contact you.

#6. Grab all your necessary insurance
information; take before photos and email 
your documents to you so you will have them
digitally ready to go if needed.
